Day Camp Theme
Weeks

While the main Day Camp program stays the same each week, the themes vary from week-
to-week. To help you decide, theme week descriptions are listed below. All Beginner weeks
will have a different theme. We will be rotating themes during the summer.

Horse Lover’s -- Fun for the horse-crazy kid in your family! Activities include bare-
back riding, special horse care classes and crafts, horse bathing and a mini-horse show.

Wild West -- Campers will enjoy our own Stepping rodeo. Activities include bare-
back riding, a barn dance, campfire cooking, a hunt for Marvin s Lost Gold Mine, trail rides and
games.

Quarter Horse -- We will ride and learn history and fun-filled facts about the quarter
horse breed. Activities include mounted games, grooming, pioneer skills, trail rides and Dusty s
treasure hunt.

Advanced Camp -- Canp is for advanced riders only no begi nner
riders may sign up for this canp
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Campers ride Western Monday through Thursday for approximately 45 minutes two times a day (weather
permitting). The length of time they ride on Friday depends on the theme activities.

Weekly activities include a trail ride, horse care classes, hiking, crafts, sports and nature studies along with special
activities relating to the theme for the week. While riding, campers must wear helmets, boots with a raised heel and
smooth sole or Sneakers , and long pants. Campers will have allotted time to change so bring a pair of shorts be-
cause it will be hot.

Additional activities may include skits, drama, games, sing-alongs and free choice time. Water games may also be
scheduled (weather permitting). In the event of inclement weather (heavy rain, excessive heat, etc.) we may have to
substitute other activities in place of horseback riding or water sports.

Important Information About Day Camp
Can My Camper Be Grouped With a Friend? Part of an enjoyable camp experience is making new
friends. We find that when children are grouped in large blocks, it s difficult to make new friends with other campers.
For this reason we limit the number of group requests to only 1 and they must be the same age.

What if | Need to Cancel or Change Sessions? All cancellations and session changes must be
in writing. If you need to change a Day Camp session, a $20 rescheduling fee will be charged for each session
change, and the fee for the new session will be the rate currently in effect.
